Why: 
The Institute activities will allow participants to explore concepts and problems that are at the core of the Advanced Placement Calculus Curriculum.  Participants will take part in hands-on investigations modeling effective classroom use of technology for teaching calculus.  The goal of the Institute’s program is to instruct teachers to effectively teach Advanced Placement Calculus using technology in the spirit of NCTM’s Principles and Standards for School Mathematics (NCTM, 2000), Professional Standards for Teaching Mathematics (NCTM, 1991) and Assessment Standards for School Mathematics (NCTM, 1995).  The objectives for the week will be: (1) to develop teachers’ familiarity and facility with the TI-89 calculator; (2) to develop a familiarity with the concepts and goals of calculus as described in the current AP course description; (3) to develop teaching strategies and resource materials that reflect the AP course description; (4) to implement a multi-representational approach to calculus with concepts, results, and problems being expressed geometrically, numerically, analytically, and/or verbally; (5) to use technology to reinforce the relationships among the multiple representations.
