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Calculating ratios

Determine the three ratios in the lower right corner of the screen.
Move the pointer to the measure of AC and press (.  
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Move the pointer to the measure of DF, press ( and (to calculate the ratio for AC:DF.  
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Move this value to AC:DF on the screen and press (.  Repeat this procedure for the other ratios and press (when finished.
Grab and Drag Objects
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Press (,(,(or( to move the pointer around on the screen.  You can press and hold an arrow key to move the pointer rather than repeatedly pressing it.

Move the pointer to C.  If it can be moved, it will start blinking.
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Press ( to change the pointer shape to a hand, indicating that you can now move the object. 

Grab and move C to change the measures for angles A and B.  
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Move the object to the desired location, and then press (to set its new position.
Repeat the same procedure for F.  Remember to keep the corresponding angle measures the same.
