TI Workshop Presentation Guide for “Organized Guess and Test”

Students are to use the cell app in the TI graphing calculator to establish a table that allows for guess and test in the following bonus problem.

Elli went to visit her Aunt and Uncle on the farm. Uncle Joe told her that in one lot there were horses and ostriches. He then asked her if she could tell him how many of each he had when given the facts that he could count 14 heads and 40 feet. Elli asked if any had more than one head or any feet missing. Uncle Joe said that all legs were there and none had more than one head. 

Determine how many ostriches and how many horses there were in this lot. Develop a spreadsheet to assist you in doing a guess and test.  When finished send to answer using Navigator. Be prepared to discuss your reasoning. There is only one answer. Be sure to tell how many of each.
Possible Solution with keystrokes 

To get to the CelSheet App:  APPS   CelSheet    follow instructions on screen

Students would input numbers in A1 and B1 to have C1 = 14.  Adjust A1 and B1 so that C1 remains 14 until C2=40.  The final answer is in A1 and B1.
