Elementary Statistics

(The mean, median, and mode of the results of a values survey)

(Adapted from “Elementary Statistics”, Math, Games, and Activities)

This is a data-collection, data-analysis activity using TI-Navigator Quick Poll.  All your results are to be collected and analyzed on separate pieces of paper.  Do NOT write, or allow anyone else to write on this paper.


To begin, take the following 10-item values survey.  Then give the survey to 10 people and, using your “score” as the key, determine the mean, median, and mode for their scores.  (If you agree or strongly agree with a statement, make “strongly agree” a five, “agree” a four, and so on down to “strongly disagree” a one.  If the reverse, make “strongly disagree” a five, “disagree” a four, and so on down to “strongly agree” a one.  If undecided, get “decided.”)  In conclusion, compare your score for the survey to the mean, median, and mode for the other scores of the survey and describe your reaction to the comparison.
Directions:

React to each of the following statements by answering “strongly agree”, “agree,” “undecided,” “disagree,” or “strongly disagree.”

1. Money is like a sixth sense.  Without it, you can’t enjoy the other five.

2. The better you get to know someone, the less you will tend to like them.

3. Being friendly acts on people just like water acts on porcelain.  It wears away at even the slightest resistance.  Witness the bathroom sink.

4. If you own something, you should be able to do whatever you want with it.

5. Anything a person does is all right so long as it does not hurt another person.

6. One doesn’t have to be as polite with friends or family as with strangers.

7. Watching TV is a good substitute for reading a book.

8. Saying “I’m sorry” can often heal a broken relationship.

9. Telling a lie is OK in certain situations.

10. If a person tells you they will do something, they should do it or at least tell you they have changed their mind about doing it.
