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Activity Center:  Contribute Points 

There are 73 points to be graphed to make the image of an arrow.  The window should be set at X:[-21, 21] by Y:[-13,12].   
Students are given 3 – 4 points to graph as a warm-up exercise.  The resulting picture will cover all four quadrants.

The teacher can then ask questions about the quadrants, axis, etc.

Extensions to the initial graph:

· Pass out only the points with positive x-coordinates.  Half of the picture will be graphed.  Then have students plot the opposite x-coordinate of their point.  You can then discuss reflections, symmetry.

· Subtract 3 from your x-coordinate.  What happened to the graph?

· Subtract 3 from your y-coordinate.  What happened to the graph?

· Multiply the x- coordinate by -1.  What happens to the graph?

Students can practice integer skills and look at transformations while just practicing plotting points.
