DESIGN GRAPHING PROJECT

1. Design some outline picture using graph paper.  Use straight lines connecting two points.  Use only whole number points.  Use only the points from -10 to 10.

2. List each line as a sequence of two points.

3. Begin your program on your calculator.  Press ((( and type in your program's name.

4. The first command of your program will clear any drawings from your graph.  Type (((( to put the ClrDraw command in your program.

5. The second command will erase the axes from your graph.  Press (((((((( to put the AxesOff command in your program.

6. The third command will align your screen to the points between -10 and 10 on each axis.  Press ((( to put the ZStandard command in your program.

7. Now you're ready to enter in your lines.  Press (((( to put the Line( command in your program.  Now type in the four coordinates that define your line and close the command by pressing ((.  For example, entering Line(-8,8,-6,8) will draw a line between the points (-8, 8) and (-6, 8).

8. When you're done entering lines, press (( to quit programming.

9. To run the program, make sure your ( screen is clear and press ( and choose your program.
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
