Constructing Lines from Individual Points

Set Activity Center to CONTRIBUTE POINT
Under CONFIGURE (next to Contribute) select 1 point per student, and set step size to 1 (step size may vary)
Set Window to -20, 20, -20, 20 (window setting may vary)
On tool bar go to VIEW and check INDIVIDIULIZE STUDENT CURSORS
Start Activity
Have students go to an individual point on the x-axis
Then ask students to move to where their y-value is equal to their x-value
Then have students push ENTER (doing this will create dots that if connected form the line y=x)
Talk students through how these points are all where your x-value is equal to your y-value therefore creates the line y=x
For example: have students move to a place where your y-value is twice their x-value

Talk students through how these points are all where your y-value is twice your x-value so therefore creating the line y = 2x.

Continue with different lines.
