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	Construct a line parallel to DA
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	Select a point NOT on the line then select the line.
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label the new point B
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	Draw segment AB
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scroll to segment

Select point B[image: image31.png]
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	Construct a line parallel to Segment AB passing through point D

select AB then select D
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	Find the intersection of the constructed parallel lines.
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scroll to intersection

	Hide the lines
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scroll to hide/show object
