Instructions for Using the TI-83 Plus

In this activity, students are introduced to (or review) the terms narrative,
personal narrative, and chronological order. Using a set of criteria included in
this activity, the teacher leads the class in analyzing the narrative form
exemplified in a well-known video work. As the teacher uses the graphic
organizer as a model, students will follow prompts on their TI-83 Plus devices to
identify and label the narrative organization of the work.

Tip

To successfully teach this lesson, the teacher must procure a VCR, TV monitor,
and a videotape copy of a work that is narrative in form. The video may be a TV
show such as The Wonder Years, a movie such as Stand By Me, or any other

video exemplifying narrative form.

Directions
Before the Activity Begins

Select and obtain the narrative video to use in this activity. Set up the VCR and
television set. Prepare a transparency of the Narrative Form Graphic Organizer.
Send the NoteFolio™ file NARR1.8xv to the student devices.

There are several options for completing the transparency and the NoteFolio™
file in this activity. (The file provides the same prompts as the graphic
organizer, so the same basic procedure is used to complete both.) You should
decide if you want to complete the transparency during the movie or afterward.
Also give some thought as to when you want the class to complete the analysis
on their devices:

¢ they can try it on their own as the watch the movie then use these notes
during the class analysis;

¢ they can complete the file as the class analyzes the movie, or
¢ they can fill it in after the class completes the transparency.

Instructions for sending files are included at the end of this activity along with
instructions for accessing NoteFolio™ files on the TI-83 Plus devices. Refer to
these instructions when teaching the remaining activities of this lesson.

During the Activity

Begin the class by introducing (or reviewing) the terms. When the class
understands the terms, have the class view the video. If the class is to complete
their NoteFolio™ files during the movie, briefly explain how to access and use
the file.

Analyze the movie's use of narrative using the Narrative Form Graphic
Organizer transparency. If the students completed the NoteFolio™ file during
the movie viewing, they can use their notes to contribute to the class analysis.
Encourage them to add the class’ ideas to their own notes. For the class
analysis, lead the students in identifying and labeling the narrative form as
demonstrated in the video. This chart will help the students to see that
narratives can have a varying number of events from first to last.

When completing the transparency, check the students’ understanding of the
terms. Correct or clarify any misconceptions the students may have while
completing the chart.

Completing the transparency and the NoteFolio™ file will prepare the class to
use the same process collaboratively in Activity 2.

After the Activity

Before the end of class, review the analysis procedure and ask for any questions
the students may have. Be sure the students understand the concepts as well as
use of the NoteFolio™ Application on their devices. You may want to tell the
class that they will be using this same procedure in the next activity of this
lesson.

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Accessing the NoteFolio™ Application on the TI-83 Plus

The following procedure enables you to access the NoteFolio™ Application. It
assumes that the software is already installed on the device.

Note: NoteFolio™ App is most efficiently used on the TI-83 Plus with the Tl Keyboard.

Turn on the device and press to
display the list of installed applications.

Select the NoteFlio Application by using (<]
[+] to scroll to it in the list.

Press [ENTER]. Press any key to clear the
NoteFolio™ App Introduction screen. A
blank (new) NoteFolio™ App file is
initially displayed.

To open the NARR1.8xv file, press the
MENU key (the key.)

Highlight the Open option or press 2.
Highlight the NARR1 file.

Press [ENTER]. The file is opened. Students
should complete the assignment.

Note: [f you are not using a Tl Keyboard, remember to press the
key to type letters.
