Arm span Group

Armspan data compares several students’ arm spans (from fingertip to fingertip) to their heights.  After students have run the Armspan Program and then graphed the data we ask the students to write in at least one complete sentence answers to the following questions.

· What is being represented on each axis?

· As a student’s height increase what can you expect to happen to their arm span?

· What kind of correlation would describe this data?

Later we can come back to this data and discuss the type of changes that can be seen in the height and arm span which leads to discussing the real life use of slope.  Next students will practice writing a best fit line for this real life data.  When we first begin finding best fit lines students are given which two points to use in their calculations.  After finding the best fit line we ask the students to consider the following questions.

· Do you think this line describes the height and arm span adequately?
· Using your height calculate your arm span.  How does this compare to your actual arm span?

· Add your personal height and span measurement to the list as well as 3 classmates.  Does this line describe the new data list?
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
