Activity Overview

In this activity, students will be introduced to (or review) the term
foreshadowing. Using the set of criteria provided in this activity, the teacher will
lead the class in analyzing foreshadowing in a well-known work.

Tip
To teach this lesson, the teacher should find a work that effectively uses
foreshadowing. It is possible to find examples of foreshadowing in children’s
books, television programs, short stories, novels, and movies. If using a television
or movie, the teacher must obtain a VCR, TV monitor, and a video copy of the
work to show the class. Consider using a video of a classic cartoon program as
these types of programs often have excellent examples of foreshadowing, are

readily available, and contain acceptable content. Other types of programs, such
as some classic comedies (The Dick Van Dyke Show) can work equally well.

Directions
Before the Activity Begins

Select and obtain the video to be used in this activity. Prepare a transparency of
the Foreshadowing Analysis sheet that is provided later in this activity.

Send the NoteFolio™ file, FORE1.8xv, to each student’s device. The prompts
contained in the file guide the students through the analysis of foreshadowing
regardless of the type of example the teacher provides for analysis. Instructions
for sending files to devices as well as using the NoteFolio™ application are
included at the end of this activity.

The teacher should decide ahead of time whether to have the students take
notes on the video while watching it, or whether the class should use the file to
record the class analysis of foreshadowing after the analysis is completed. Note
that this initial group exercise prepares the students for the next activity where
they will use the same process collaboratively.

During the Activity

Start this class activity by introducing (or reviewing) the term foreshadowing.
When the students have an initial understanding of this concept, let them view
the selected video. They should be looking for clues that foreshadow events to
come in the story.

After viewing the video, the teacher should lead a discussion about the
example(s) of foreshadowing contained in the film. If the students took notes
on their devices during the film, the teacher can call on students to read their
entries and then let the class discuss and expand on these ideas.

When the class reaches a consensus on each analysis point, the teacher should
record the class response on the Foreshadowing Analysis transparency. Students
can also record this response in their NoteFolio™ files for use in later activities.
During the analysis, the teacher should clarify any misconceptions students may
have in regard to the use of foreshadowing or its meaning.

After the Activity

Near the end of the class period, the teacher should summarize the process used
to analyze foreshadowing in a work. Ask the class if they have any questions,
then advise the students that they will be applying the skills practiced in this
activity in the next activity.

Foreshadowing is the use of clues that suggest events that have yet to occur in a
story. Foreshadowing is used to build a reader’s expectations and create
suspense. For example, a weapon found in a drawer early in a story might
foreshadow a future crime.

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Accessing the NoteFolio™ Application on the TI-83 Plus
