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Overview

This activity will provide an opportunity for students to review solving equations on an application and still get credit for it.

Procedure

1. Transfer SolveIt to students using TI-Navigator.

a. Obtain solveit.8xk by logging into the following website:  

http://education.ti.com/educationportal/sites/US/nonProductMulti/apps_latest.html?bid=3
b. Open TI-Navigator and without beginning class, click on the Tools tab.  Once there, look for the Applications and Operating System Transfer Icon.  See Figure 1.  Click on it once.

c. You should get a pop-up like Figure 2.  Make sure you remove the check from all for applications that are there and instead click on Add File.  Browse through your computer for the file solveit.8xk.

d. Once you have found the file, click open.  Notice that you go back to the previous pop-up, but this time you have the application SolveIt with a green check next to it.  See Figure 3.  Click on Start Transfer.

e. Once you have transferred it to all the calculators, you won’t have to do it again!
2. On TI-Navigator, begin class and ask students to log in.
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Ask students to press ( and scroll down to SolveIt like Figure 4 and press any key to start as stated in Figure 5.

4. There are three levels of solving equations.  You can choose from those three depending on how advance your students are.  Below is a Snapshot of how each of the three levels differs in difficulty.
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5. When you have decided the appropriate level for them, let them know that you will capture their screen so that you know that they are on task.
a. Using Screen Capture monitor that students are on task and that they are not just sitting there! See Figure 6.

b. For record purposes, have students copy the tables and show their work on a separate sheet of paper.

c. Ask them to leave their calculators showing their scores when they are done, because that would be their grade as shown on Figure 7.  For those that finished way ahead of others, give them an opportunity to do it again and try to improve their score.  If their score was a 100, then that’s great and they can move up to the next level!

6. Before class is over, capture all students’ scores and that can be their grade for the day.  All you have to do is Print Screen to keep a graded recorded for the students. See Figure 8.
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
